You must have at least 6 pictures of you growing and working with plant placed in a book to show with your plant at show. This can be like a scrap book if you want. Must be turned in when you check in your plant. (SHOW GROWTH)
Divisions:

Hanging Baskets

Hanging basket must be 10 inches in diameter.  Some examples of hanging plants include but are not limited to the following:  Swedish Ivy, Devil’s Ivy, English Ivy, Wandering Jew, Artillery Fern, and Stag horn Fern.  You may also use flowering plants like pansies and petunias. You can also mix plants in the hanging basket.
Terrariums

Terrariums must be a glass container for growing plants. It must have at least 3 glass sides and may have an open or closed top.

Potted Plants

There are three different classes of potted plants. Pots may only be non-decorative single colored pot of any material.
· You may show a 6 and under” potted plant.

· Or you can show a 7- 10” potted plant.

· Or an over 10” potted plant

Potted plants must contain a single species of plant only.  Good example include;  chrysanthemums, closet plants and agalonemea.

Bonsai 

Bonsai is tray planting.  It is the art of dwarfing plants by growing them in shallow pots and trays and by judicious trimming of roots and tops.

Dish Garden

This is placing several different specimens of plants in an arrangement.  You may place foliage plants, flowering plants and other interesting plants that are attractive.

Container must be obtained from Mrs. Brummond.
The dish garden must be at least 75% plant material.

Topiary 

A topiary is an evergreen tree, shrub or ivy or any plant placed in a form that has been trimmed or planted into a particular shape.  You can also create a sphere or cone.  You may purchase a shape or build your own.  Use your imagination.  The plant material must encompass at least 50% of the project.
